What is DSA-Sec?

• Direct School Admission for secondary schools (DSA-Sec) allows 
students to apply to some schools before taking the PSLE.

• Students apply based on their talent in sports, CCAs and specific 
academic areas.

• If your child is admitted to a secondary school through DSA-Sec, they 
are not allowed to:

• Submit school choices during the Secondary 1 (S1) posting process.
• Transfer to another school. They must commit to their chosen school for the 

duration of the programme.

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DSA
You should consider participating in the DSA-Sec Exercise if your child: 

• Is keen on further developing a specific area of passion, talent or 
interest in secondary school; or 

• Wishes to enrol in School of the Arts (SOTA), NUS High School of 
Mathematics and Science, or School of Science and Technology (SST), as 
these schools only participate in the DSASec (and not the S1 Posting 
Exercise). 

All interested students are to apply for DSA-Sec through a centralised DSA-
Sec portal to all DSA-Sec schools, except for School of the Arts and Singapore 
Sports School which require students to apply directly to the school.

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Parents as Partners
Be in sync with the teachers:

• Homework monitoring

• Checking on quality of work and corrections periodically

• Checking on your son’s Student Handbook (diary)

• Checking Parents’ Gateway and Class Dojo messages

• Acknowledging that you have seen your son’s work by signing on it 
(specified by subject teachers)

• Checking with teachers to seek clarification on submission of work

• Informed form teachers – absence from school (reason)
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Supporting your son

• Build good relationship with your son. 

Emphasize his strengths and encourage him to 

give his best. Tell him that you are proud of 

him. Celebrating his efforts instead of results 

can help to allay some of his anxiety. 

• Monitor the amount of time he spends on his 

device and/or of watching of TV programmes. 

• Ensure he has sufficient rest / sleep.
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Supporting your son

• Establish a routine at home. Help him to 

develop a structure for work and play. Do this 

together with your son so that he will take 

ownership and complete his homework/revision 

on time.

• Structure at home will also mean less 

opportunities to lose important documents, 

booklets and letters and non-submission of 

homework.
